Have you (or a family member) been hospitalized for a traumatic brain injury (TBI), or closed head injury?  Would you like to make $50 - $175 for participating in research?

The Attention Research Laboratory and the Clinical Neuroimaging Laboratory are jointly conducting a study to understand more about how TBI affects the brain and the mental abilities of people who have been injured. ar. The study requires that you (or your family member) be age 16 – 60 and have a history of a TBI requiring hospitalization. Reimbursement for participation is provided along with assistance in scheduling and/or paying for transportation.

Use of Functional Imaging to Assess the Status of Attention Networks Following Traumatic Brain Injury

Purpose: To see how TBI affects the way the brain works to help people pay attention and concentrate; to test the effects of 2 different drugs on how well people pay attention and on how their brain works during attention tasks.

Funding source: National Institute on Disability and Rehabilitation Research (NIDRR)

Requirements: One screening session lasting up to an hour with a study physician to make sure it is safe for you to participate in this study (typically conducted at MossRehab); two sessions about a week apart that involve brain scanning in an MRI scanner (conducted at the University of Pennsylvania), lasting 2 – 3 hours. In these 2 scanning sessions you will be asked to perform several tasks requiring concentration while you lie in the scanner. In one session you will take a dose of the study drug prior to the scan and in the other session you will take a dose of placebo (inactive medication). The drugs being studied are widely used and already available on the market. We will tell you more about the specific drugs and their possible side effects if you are interested.
